SECRETARY’S REPORT/Approval of December minutes: Becky - Chris moved to accept November minutes as written. Cliff seconded the motion. All were in favor; motion carried. 
TREASURER’S REPORT: Chris – 
1. Approval of Treasurer’s and Bookkeeper’s Report: The December month-end financial report was submitted by Chris in advance of the meeting. December income was $37,213 and expenses were $25,841, for net income of $11,373. Year-to-date income $303648 exceeded expenses by $36,915! The operations account balance was $83,165 at year end.
2. 2023 Proposed Budget Update: The 2023 Budget to be presented to the congregation projects income of $302,829, which is close to 2022 actuals. Expenses are expected to increase from 2022 due primarily to inflation and increase in A/C maintenance.
Kristen made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s and Bookkeeper’s Reports, and 2023 Proposed Budget as presented. Cliff seconded the motion. All were in favor; motion carried.

3. Dedicated Fund Changes: To simplify the bookkeeper’s job and to simplify OSLC’s Balance Sheet, Chris presented a recommendation to consolidate various Special Funds and to rename some to be more descriptive. Those consolidated had the same general purposes. The recommendations will be presented to the congregation at the annual meeting. The impacted accounts are:
a. Handbells and Purrington Music Maintenance will be consolidated into Purrington Music Maintenance.

b. Campership, Playground, LYG Fundraisers, Youth Retreats and a designated portion of Miscellaneous will be combined into a fund renamed Youth.

c. Hispanic Ministry and Tyler Hispanic Ministries will be combined into Hispanic Ministry.

d. AV Equipment remaining balance, will be eliminated by allocating $1,000 to Disaster Recovery and the balance moved to the Money Market Account.

e. Darning Ladies will be eliminated by writing a check to OSLC Quilters. 

Erin made a motion that the above changes to Designated Funds be presented to the Congregation for approval at the 2023 meeting. Sarah seconded the motion. All were in favor; motion carried.
